= SBCCOG and Gateway COG Board’s oppose

Local return: 17% now; 20% in 2040 — not enough,
not soon enough and formula not equitable

Rail: Some Measure R projects pushed back & 3%
local contribution for cities with rail stations

Funding Allocation: South Bay is 10.5% of county
population — will be getting less than 7%. City of LA
gets over 50% & new project added in June.

Cash Flow: This is no way to solve a cash flow
problem
